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Dear Parishioners and Friends of St. Mary Anne’s, 
 
Ash Wednesday and Lent can be really dreary and tedious – all that 
emphasis on our sin, somber music in church, “doom, gloom and 
ashes.” 
 
For me, however, (this year at least), Ash Wednesday was positively 
up-beat!  I felt a whole lot better after the services on that day than I had felt the night before.  
I have been trying to figure out why. 
 
What keeps coming to me, pretty clearly, is that this season reminds me of who I am.  I will 
not live forever, I will not save the world (and certainly myself) by my clever achievements of 
creative actions.  All things come to an end – every day, as I forget God, reject God, and de-
pend on myself alone; everyday as I continue to act as if I am creator and redeemer, on my 
own. 
 
Ash Wednesday, and the whole season of Lent, proclaims Good News clearly: “We are dust, 
and to dust we shall return!”  Good News?  Yes – because God has made us for this end and 
purpose, it is God’s will for us, and, as such, (even though it sometimes doesn’t seem so to 
us), God’s will is, in fact Good News, the best news we can ever get. 
 
Recognition of our mortality and of our sin moves us into the sphere of God’s eternal love.  
Knowing we sin, knowing we die, is a gift, God’s gift.  Accepting our mortality, repenting of our 
sin, frees us to receive all of God’s gifts.  We are free to enjoy life (God’s greatest gift) every 
day.  We are free to know and love God, and one another, instead of being burdened with 
fear and preoccupied with false hopes and desires of power and wealth and of our own self-
worth and self-sufficiency. 
 
During Lent, we will be considering all the blessings of God, the gifts from God which enrich 
our lives, and the reasons that we ignore and block out these gifts.  May God bless you all in 
this holy season.

Preparing Ourselves for Easter — Stations of the Cr oss 
 
The Passion and death of Jesus Christ Our Lord was the greatest expression of his love 
for us, since it is by his suffering and death that he saved us from the slavery of sin, and 
by his resurrection that he confirmed the promise of our own resurrection.  According to 
tradition, after the Jesus died, Jesus’ mother used to visit those places where our Lord 
shed his blood (the way of the cross or via dolorosa which means dolorous way). She 

meditated on his suffering for us. Then some other faithful fol-
lowers of Jesus did the same. This became a tradition that has 
evolved through time and has become a very powerful devotion 
to the Passion and death our Lord.  
 
For centuries People would go in pilgrimage to visit the holy 
places to follow the footsteps of Jesus, making all the stations on 
the way of the cross. As time went by, Christianity spread 
throughout the world and Christians desiring to honor our Lord 
with this devotion but being unable to make the pilgrimage to 
Jerusalem started creating these stations in wood, metal, paper 
or stone, nowadays they are displayed in many churches and 
shrines the world over. 
 

On Good Friday, 2 April, 2010 , the Adult Choir will present a musical Stations of the 
Cross  at 7:00 P.M.  The service will be complete with prayer, meditation, and music.

Ms. Pock holds un-
dergraduate and graduate degrees in Organ 
Performance and Music Education from 
Carnegie Mellon University. She is Past 
Dean of the American Guild of Organists, 
Pittsburgh Chapter, and currently serves as 
Co-Chair of the Pittsburgh Organ Academy.

AGO. 

Andre Bierman is Tenor Soloist  at First 
English Lutheran Church, and Tenor Soloist 
at Rodef Shalom Synagogue, Pittsburgh. 
Mr. Bierman holds a degree in Vocal Per-
formance from the University of Wisconsin. 
He has appeared in many operatic roles in 
the United States and Europe. Mr. Bierman 
is also an instructor in voice in the Pitts-
burgh area. 

Visit to St. Kitts, Diocese of North 
East Caribbean and Aruba 

 
 Feb 4-8, I visited Archdeacon Valentine 
Hodge and St. George’s parish in Basseterre, St. 
Kitts on behalf of our Diocese -- to build relation-
ships and to investigate possibilities for parish-to-
parish relationships between St. Mary Anne’s and 
St. George’s.   
 I was kept busy– no time lying on the beach, 
in spite of the 85 degree weather! This is a sum-
mary: 
 - interviewed and offered a meditation on 
radio show for mariners 
 - met  youth and confirmation class, with con-
versation about their personal goals (mostly edu-
cation), their ideas about God (the giver of life, 
the giver of free will and choices), and their 
thoughts about what I should eat while visiting 
(goat water, etc.) 
 - Toured all the parishes on the island.  
(Nine, as I recall.) I met one other rector, and 
called at a nursing home. 
 - Preached and concelebrated at the parish 
Eucharist on Sunday; 8 AM is the main service, 
about 300 in attendance. They said it was a low-
attendance Sunday. It was “Youth Sunday” with 
youth participating more than usual. 
 - Brief service and homily at the Prison, later 
on Sunday morning. Prisoners (and everyone I 
met there) really like to sing! 
 - Met with Brotherhood of St. Andrew, and 
Evening Prayer.  In the course of the visit, I had 
conversations with St. George’s Curate, the Rec-
tor of St. Paul’s Church, and a priest from Nevis. 
All seemed enthusiastic about Companion Dio-
cese relationship.  
 The Church in St. Kitts and Nevis seems 
quite vigorous with a lot of activity. Some of the 
issues they face are similar to ours; leadership for 
youth and other ministries was on everyone’s 
mind. I do not see much opportunity for “us” to do 
things for “them.” But there are possibilities for 
sharing ministry and building relationships. I don’t 
know what might develop with St. Mary Anne’s.
